·  The outside FIRE LANE is for drive through only.  PLEASE PLEASE PLEASE do not park or block that
drive.  That actually is a ticketable offense and we do have some law enforcement parents that make note of
that kind of thing.

·  Speaking of law enforcement, it has been noted that a couple of our parents are putting their children in
front seats of their vehicle with no booster seats and perhaps (or perhaps not) the seatbelt latched.  PLEASE
DO NOT DO THIS ON OCA PREMISES.  For the safety of everyone, please observe all seat restraint
laws that are in place for YOUR CHILD’S safety and wellbeing.

·  By State Mandate OCA is a NON-SMOKING CAMPUS.  Please do not allow anyone in any vehicle to be
smoking while anywhere on OCA’s premises.

·  We DO check identification on anyone on OCA premises.  Please be sure Mrs. Kim’s records are up-to-
date on anyone having your permission to visit or pick-up your children while on OCA premises.

·  There should not be anyone approaching you or your vehicle while you are on OCA premises, either asking
for money or donations, or whatever.
